Here we skip a bunch of kings of Alba Longa.
Different accounts relate them differently to
Ascanius or Æneas (though Silvius, the other son);
some accounts even make Iulus and Ascanius
different people.  That’s not important for us.
We only cover the Æneid and the kings of Rome,
not the royal succession of Alba Longa.
